Muckhart Nature Park started out as a Woodland Trust Scotland project. In 2006, the
Trust approached Muckhart Community Council to form a Committee who could involve
the community with ideas both for starting up and maintaining our own Park.

The committee asked the Primary School and local groups to help create the Park. A
competition was held at the school to design a logo and groups of villagers helped to
plant and seed the area.

With funding from the Ochils Landscape Partnership and Heritage Lottery Fund, a pond
was made, a forum created and trees planted.

Now, eight years on, we are ready to move on to Phase Il of the project.
